FOR FIRST-EVER TOWNHOME COMMUNITY
Hannover Life Re, CHEP Contribute $250,000 each to Fund Staghorn Villas Development
Orlando, FL – As the demand for affordable housing reaches an all-time high – and as available land in Central Florida grows scarce – Habitat for Humanity Orlando is embarking on its largest homebuilding effort to date: a $6 million townhome community.

Staghorn Villas, Habitat Orlando’s first multi-family development, is a 3.9-acre community that will provide affordable homes for 58 local families. Located on Staghorn Drive and Silver Star Road, the community will feature 10 buildings, each of which include four to eight townhomes surrounded by green spaces and play areas. 

Staghorn Villas is on its way to being built thanks in part to donations from two Orlando companies. Hannover Life Reassurance Company of America (Hannover Life Re), an international reinsurance company, and CHEP, the global leader in pallet and container pooling services, each contributed $250,000 toward the development. Contributions from Hannover Life Re and CHEP will fund construction of two buildings.
“Hannover Life Re looks forward to working with Habitat for Humanity and supporting their efforts to increase housing options for lower income families,” said Marla Lauterette, Assistant Vice President, Human Resources. “This development will not only build homes, but also help build lives and a sense of community.”
Michael Lamb, President of CHEP USA added, “The success, vitality and quality of life of a community depend on collaborative partnerships – individuals, organizations, businesses and lawmakers coming together for a common purpose. Nowhere is this more evident than through the work of Habitat for Humanity.
