ORLANDO, Fla. — Habitat for Humanity Orlando recently hired nine Central Florida
teenagers as part of the WORKFORCE CENTRAL FLORIDA (WCF) Summer Job Connection —
a program supported by more than $4 million in federal stimulus dollars. The workers are split
among the organization’s main office in Orlando, helping to build Staghorn Villas, a 58-
townhome community; and assisting at the ReStore, Habitat's retail outlet.

The WCF Summer Job Connection program provides employment opportunities for
1,200 area young adults. Participants earn $8 an hour, and most will work up to 35 hours a
week for six weeks,

level positions — jobs that previously went {o teenagers,” said Dee Danmeyer, executive director
for Habitat for Humanity Orlando. “This program helps them get on the job training for future
employment and gain important experience to make them more hirable. Habitat Orlando is
